Program Title
“Thai Community in Globalized Context”

June 24 - July 23, 2018



Rationale

Generation Study Abroad (GSA) is an initiative launched in 2014, by the Institute of
International Education (IIE) to mobilize resources and commitments with the goal of
doubling the number of U.S. students studying abroad by the end of the decade. To
encourage the U.S. students to broaden their global education experiences, committed
institutions and country partners are to implement programs for increasing study
abroad awareness and participation among U.S. students. Generation Study Abroad is
redefining study abroad, to encompass for-credit, non-credit, short-term study abroad
and experiential learning experiences at both the undergraduate and graduate levels.

The Office of the Higher Education Commission (OHEC), Thailand as a commitment
partner together with seven Thai universities, namely Chiang Mai University, Prince of
Songkla University, Suranaree University of Technology, King Mongkut's University of
Technology North Bangkok, Rajamangala University of Technology Isan, Kasem Bundit
University, and Siam University, have initiated the Thailand Short Course entitled “Thai
Community in Giobalized Context” as a pilot program to. broaden international education
experiences of U.S. students.

The 30-day course will offer students not only a chance to iearn what Thailand is good
at but aiso to perceive cultural diversity or "Thainess” in Thai society. Students will learn
about Sustainable Development Goals through Sufficiency Economy Philosophy and the
Royal Projects of the late King Bhumibol Adulyadej (Rama IX). Moreover, the visit to
natural and tourist attractions and experiencing local wisdom and Thai way of life such
as Thai food and traditional handicrafts, are also included in the program activities.

Objectives

1. Toincrease study abroad experiences for the U.S. students

2. To promote Thai higher education, cultural diversity, Sustainable Development Goals
through Sufficiency Economy Philosophy and Royal Projects

3. To broaden network among U.S. and Thai students and strengthen institutional
linkages in order to foster future academic cooperation

Expected.outcomes

1. U.S. students will have a better understanding about Thailand and Thai cultural
diversity.

2. U.S. and Thai students will understand the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy and
Royal Project as a tool to achieve Sustainable Development Goals.

3. U.S. and Thai students will be able to establish a network which will facilitate
Institutional linkages and strengthen future academic cooperation and partnership.

Course activities

To start the program, U.S. students will be picked up at the Suvarnabhumi International
Airport. They will be partnered with Thai students during their stay in Thailand. The
group of students will be traveling to the seven universities which are located in
different parts of the country. In each place, students are able to study and absorb Thai
cultural diversity, Sufficiency Economy Philosophy and Royal Projects initiated by the
late King Bhumibol Adulyadej (Rama IX). Outdoor activities including the visit of tourist
attractions will also be provided for all participants,

Course deséription

This course offers an introduction to the diversity of Thai culture and lifestyles, Thai
local wisdom, and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) through enriching
experiences with Thai heritage at the old capital sufficiency economy, environmental
studies at Sakaerat Environment Research Centre, Thai herbs and traditional medicine
at Hom Mali Rice Cultivation, and elephants and Kui Mahouts in Surin provincé. The
main objective of the course is to develop a deep understanding of how SDGs can be
achieved by the framework of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) and Royal
Projects initiated by the late King Bhumibol Adulyadej (Rama IX) such as the new
theory of agricultural system, and biodiesel (alternative energy from palm oil crops).



Learning outcomes

After finishing this course, students will be able to:

1. Recognize the diversity of Thai culture and Thai ways of life,

2. Explain cultural integration in Thai modern society,

3. Distinguish how Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) can be achieved by the

framework of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP),

4. Explain Thai traditional medicine and wellness care based on the use of herbs,

Total course expenses: USD 3,000 includes

1. Tuition fee: USD 2,000
2. Accommodations, domestic flights, field trip transportation and meals/refreshment
on class days, and welcome and farewell dinner: USD 1,000

Scholarship

The first 20 épplicants will receive a scholarship in the form of partial course expense
waiver in the amount of USD 1,000 (covering accommodations, domestic flights, field trip
transportation and meals/refreshment on class days, and welcome and farewell dinner).

Own expenses

1. Round-trip airfare from student’s home country to Thailand
